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GlobalEX Extend Tab Story #2: Reflecting on your learning
Please address question #1 OR 2 AND question #3.

1. Reflecting on the group research process: What did you learn about your inquiry topic from the experience of doing your research together and presenting as a team? After your presentation, re-visit your inquiry topic. Do you see your topic differently now, perhaps, or maybe your ideas have been reaffirmed? How so? What have you learned about doing research in an intercultural team?
OR

2. Reflecting on your team’s portfolio preparation: What have you learned from preparing your portfolio through the three stages of GlobalEX? What was challenging about writing together? What was rewarding or helpful or illuminating? If you think composing your portfolio together helped you learn about each other and/or about global issues, explain and illustrate how. 

3. Reflecting on your entire GlobalEX experience: Here, we invite all team members to reflect, both individually and together, on what group members learned about intercultural, local-global experiences through participating in GlobalEX. 
Identify/describe/recall specific “intercultural learning moments” that illustrate how you grew individually and/or as a team in terms of intercultural global learners—e.g., about each other’s cultures and about important issues and possibilities for today’s world. Are there particularly memorable moments for you—a brief anecdote or an image you can capture in a photo or looking-back description—that would help a visitor to your “story” online understand what you got out of GlobalEX? 
What are your biggest take-aways? What kinds of global learning are you hoping to do in the future, and how did GlobalEX help you define those possible areas of future inquiry?
