Below is a list of questions that can help you get started creating content for your group’s EXplore Stories:

**Please note that you are not required to address all the questions. They are meant to help with writers’ block or to provide some “inspirational” guidance. 
1 What process did your group use when choosing an activity? 

2 Describe the venue where you went and the people you interacted with. 

3 What surprised you at the activity? 

4 What did you find interesting at the activity? 

5 Did you learn anything new about a culture different than your own? If so, what?

6 What did team members learn about each other? 

7 Did anything you encounter draw upon your past experiences? If so, how?

8 Can you identify and briefly explain any local-global issues of interest that arose? What questions do you now have about those issues/topics?

Requirements for post: 

· Every member must be present at the EXplore event you are reporting about. 

· Take pictures, post the pictures, and work on the FrogFolio as a team! 

· Your activity must be appropriate for global learning and for making intercultural connections for your team. 

· Your activity must be within reimbursement guidelines to get your money back! 

Tips for composing your story:
Think of creative, fun, and meaningful activities to do together.
Take pictures while exploring. Include team members and the site of your activity.

Consider recording some audio.

As you build your FrogFolio, do a little at a time, spreading the writing process among all team members. Sharing the composing task will make it more manageable and fun.
